
ALLEGATION CASE STUDIES - 1
Daryl (aged 7) comes to you and says that he does not like his teacher as she is always picking on him and last week she shouted ‘you stupid idiot’  at him in front of the class because he did not follow instructions.  His mother reported that he cried all evening and cried himself to bed that night.  Daryl is now refusing to attend school. 

ALLEGATION CASE STUDIES – 2

Mrs Willis, a teaching assistant reported a conversation that she overheard between the physics teacher and a year 9 student. She said that the pair sat inappropriately close (bodies touching) together in the library discussing family and personal relationships.  Mrs Willis believe that the pair have been communication on facebook. 

ALLEGATION CASE STUDIES – 3

Peter (aged 15) reported to his mother that Mrs Bright his form tutor pushed him through a door as he was leaving the class room.  The classroom door closed against his leg, causing a bruise.  Mrs Bright completed a PI report and stated that she is taking the matter to her union as Peter’s behaviour is no longer manageable – she is refusing to teach him and encouraging other teachers to do likewise 

ALLEGATION CASE STUDIES – 4

You receive a telephone call from a police officer regarding Mr Green, a senior teacher who has been with the school for the past 7 years.  The officer said that Mr Green is the perpetrator of domestic violence in the family home and his daughter was taken to Northwick Park Hospital last week alleging that Mr Green broke her arm.
